BIRDS, Bangalore, on 29th & 30th Jan 2011

Human Rights Education Program 

The SACC has selected eight eligible Young Adults from seven states of India for its another Human Rights Education Facilitator training at Bangalore. It was two days training on 29th and 30th January 2011 with an intention to expand it to more states in India and South Asia . The invitation regarding the Facilitators training had sent to the entire (1200) young adult in India. Nearly 85 young adults were replied and only 8 people were selected to attend the training program. In the last moment Mr. Sagar from Gujarat did not attend the training due to his conveyance problem.  So that 7 Young Adult (5 Hindus, one Islam & one Christian ) took part in the training.  
The Participants
1. Ms. Mrinalini Paul.

She represented from West Bengal IARF branch (Rama Krishna Mission ) and had attended three HRE programs and other activities organized by IARF branch in West Bengal. She has been helpful for West Bengal branch to organize number of IARF programs. She also took part in Chennai International Young Adult program and IARF’s 33rd world congress at Cochin.  
2. Mr. Anand Kanungo
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He represented from Indore, Madhya Pradesh IARF Branch. Everyone knows that Indore is the only branch with Young adult in IARF. Mr. Anand is the president of Indore branch and had attended two HRE programs in Indore. He also got opportunity to take active part in Chennai International Young adult program. 

3. Ms. Janhvi Gupte
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She hails from Indore Madhya Pradesh, but at present she is studying Mumbai, Maharastra. So she was selected from Maharastra for this training. She attended one HRE program in Indore and she organized one HRE program in Indore itself. She also attended Chennai International Young Adult program, State Level HRE program at Thirunelvei and also contributed a lot to the congress organizing committee, during the 33rd world congress.

He has completed his graduation from Hyderabad and attended one HRE from when he was doing MBA in Hindupur. He also organized one HRE program in Hindupur with Bro. Albert Xaviour.

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She represented from Mysore, Karnataka, IARF member group. She has attended many HRE programs organized by Adv. Shabeer and Adv.Hemalatha in Mysore. She has contributed a lot for Mysore member group especially during the national chapter conference held in Mysore.

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Bro. Vincent represented from Bangalore, Karnataka. He has attended many HRE programs in Tamilnadu especially the State level HRE program at Thiruneveli. He has helped Bro. Albert Xaviour to organize programs in south India. At present he is the director of BIRDS social work institution at Bangalore. 
7. Ms. Hemalatha 
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She represented from Chennai IARF Branch. She is doing her master degree in Human rights. She works closely with Chennai IARF branch especially with Mr. Ramachandran to organize HRE programs in Chennai and other places. 

Program Details
Day One 
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The first day training was started with the inaugural celebration.  The SACC board members were invited for the celebration. The HRE facilitator and SACC Young Adult coordinator Bro. Albert Xaviour welcomed everyone and gave brief introduction about the participants. SACC Board members gave brief felicitations and at last the Chairman Dr. Thomas Mathew presented inaugural address and he inaugurated the training by presenting the identity cards and the course materials to the participants.  
Session One 

The first session was about “The Structure of HRE Program and How to Organize HRE Program”. Bro. Albert Xaviour handled the session and explained the trainees about the structure and how to organize this HRE program for the young adults. It was a slideshow presentation and the trainers were cleared the outline of the program. 
Session two
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The second session was about “The Knowledge of Human Rights and UDHR”. The participants were given materials about UDHR and human rights. They were given half an hour to go through the materials and to present, what they have understood about human rights and UDHR. Each one took around ten minutes and brought out beautiful presentation about the topic. Since they have attended many HRE programs early, it was easy for them to bring good presentation and understand the subject easily. 
Session three
The afternoon session was handled by Adv. Shabeer Ahmad, the HRE facilitator and IC member. The topic he had for the session was “Success of HRE programs in India”. He shared his experience and said he was succeeded more-than 20 HRE program in Karnataka and other places. The trainees were asked many doubts based on his sharing. 
 Session Four
The fourth session was taken by Dr. Homi Dhalla, the IC member regarding “Many faces of peace”. It was a PowerPoint presentation. He brought out different faces of peace in the world. The commitment and hard work of one person can also bring peace and changes in the society. It was motivated our trainees to commit their lives to bring unity and peace in the world.  At last the trainees shared their feedback about presentation and thanked Dr. Homi for his valuable presentation. 
Session Five 
The fifth session was about the qualities for a Good Leader, Good Trainer, Confidence Building and Communication Skills. It was an ice breaking session to make the trainees to know about themselves. The trainees were give many exercise also to know their strength and weakness. The trainees also expressed their talents by singing songs, mono-act, mimicry, story telling, mimes etc.  
Day Two
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The second day session was started at 9.00am by Bro. Albert Xaviour. He had an evaluation about previous day sessions. The trainees shared positively about yesterday’s session and the said they have learned a lot and it was very informative for them to organize HRE program in future. There also we cleared their doubts to handle the disputes between participants if occur based on religion or social customs.
Session One
In the first session the trainees were divided in to three groups to prepare role play. They were given three different topics. 
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The facilitator approaching the head of the organization requesting them to organize HRE program. (dialogue between the management and the facilitator)
2. How the facilitator explain the subject to the participants (interaction between the Facilitator and participants)
3. How to contact evaluation session. 

Session Two

The Second session was about “Challenges of HRE Program and Requirements for HRE programs”. It was conducted by Adv. Hemalatha, the HRE facilitator and India chapter Treasurer.  She shared her experience, the challenges she came-across while organizing HRE programs in India. This session gave more confidents to the trainees to organize HRE programs in their respective areas. 

Session Three

The third session was taken by M. Ramachandran, the HRE facilitator, Chennai about “How to Design HRE Program & Report Writing” He brought out a clear picture, before organizing the program how to design it and after the program how to report it to SACC.  
Session Four
In the last session, the trainees were asked to write their future plan and where they want to organize HRE programs. The trainees were shared that they want to introduce HRE programs to the new states, especially north India and also where ever there is violation and discrimination based on religion and faith.  

Evaluation and Valedictory
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The valedictory session was started around 2.00pm. The SACC board members were invited for the program. The Young Adults led the ceremony. In the beginning they welcomed the SACC board members by presenting flowers. They trainees congratulated Dr. Thomas Mathew for his position as SACC chairman again .  They also congratulated Dr. Homi Dhalla, who became the president of Foundation for the Unity of Religions and Enlightened Citizenship (FUREC). The trainees were asked to share their experience and followed by that the Board members were requested to share few words. Dr. Thomas Mathew shared the importance of HRE to connect different religious and faith groups in India .He wished through these kind of programs facilitators will get a chance to bring together the communities and uphold the dignity of human life through their freedom especially religious freedom. On behalf of SACC he assured all kind of support and expressed his dream to bring more young blood to lead IARF in near future with more cities in India and other four nations in South Asia.
At last participants were awarded with certificates and with group photo, the training came to an end.
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I am very happy about these two days training for the selected RFYN to become HRE facilitators in India. The active participation of the young adults were appreciated. One month before itself the course materials were sent to them and that helps them to know about the contents of the HRE training subject. Their previous participation also helped them a lot to know about the ground realities of organizing an HRE program in in their own areas.  I am also happy about their involvement and the interaction they had with the facilitators about the subject. I am very sure these young adults can organize HRE programs by themselves and they have enough knowledge and skills to organize HRE programs in future. All of them are highly educated, at least have a Master degree .  It is good to have the young adult as facilitators, because they know better than the adult about the interest and the frustrations of the young generation. So it is easy for them to organize HRE programs in India. 
I thank SACC especially to Dr. Thomas Mathew and IARF bringing these young adults to be a partner of IARF as an HRE facilitator and equipping them to organize many HRE programs in India.
